On first use

When the SmartRemote is added to a MasterBus
network, it will scan for available supported
devices to pair with. If there is only one device, it
will automatically pair with this device. If there are
multiple devices, it will ask to select a device.

When changing the language, be aware that
language of the SmartRemote and language of
the paired device are two separate settings!

Operation Notes

The three push buttons PI, P2 and P3 provide a
scroll and select function. Their behavior depends
on the paired device. When idle, the button menu
slides down. To get it back, press any button.

To wake up from standby mode, simultaneously
press Pl and P3 to enter the main menu. Standby
time can be changed.

How to switch an inverter eg. on or off?
When the SmartRemote is active, press any key to
reveal the sub menu. Press Pl to switch on or off.

How to adjust the power sharing level?

When the SmartRemote is active, press any key to
reveal the sub menu. Press P2 or P3 to select the
required AC IN limit.

How to select another device?

First, unpair the currently paired device:
simultaneously press Pl and P3 to enter the main
menu. Scroll down to Unpair device and press the
checkmark button. Confirm the action by pressing
the checkmark button again. The SmartRemote
will scan for available devices. If there is only one
device, it will automatically pair with this device. If
there are multiple devices, it will ask to select a
device.

ChargeMaster Plus specific behavior

Initially, all outputs are shown. However, if no
charge current is detected on output 2 or 3, then
this output will no longer be monitored.
